Peace Corps was created by order of President John F. Kennedy fifty years ago. Since then over 200 thousand Peace Corps volunteers worked in the poorest countries. Today, despite the complexity of the tasks and the reduction of budget funding, the volunteers still come to the Peace Corps. 
In 1961, standing on the south lawn of White House, John F. Kennedy told the volunteers that the whole world will judge America by their behavior. 
"And you can impress them with your dedication, with your commitment to freedom and human rights, the more you are proud of your country and its traditions, the better is the image of America. Your influence may be far reaching.” - said the then president of America. 
Since then, over 200 thousand volunteers served in different countries. One of them was Aaron Williams, who now heads the Peace Corps: 
"Everywhere I go I find people who once met Peace Corps volunteers. This experience has a very positive impact on these people. Among them you will find prime ministers, presidents, ministers, managers of big companies in their countries, "- says Aaron. 

Peace Corps supporters say that it helps to achieve the goals of American foreign policy with scarce funds - compared with the U.S. military budget. At the same time Barack Obama has not fulfilled a promise to double the number of Peace Corps volunteers and Congress plans to reduce its budget by tens of millions of dollars. 
However, this does not restrain new volunteers. For example, Supria Shah is a student of the George Washington University in the American capital is doing social work and is waiting for their turn to work in another country. 
Her friend, Matt Frankolino is also waiting for a new assignment. The past summer he spent in the West African village without electricity and water in conditions similar to those that he can possibly find while serving in the Peace Corps. 
“Those were the best two months of my life. I could not believe myself. There was no mobile phone with me, no computer. This helped me to understand what things are really important in your life "- says Matt. 
Volunteers say that concept of living with local families differs Peace Corps from other humanitarian organizations.
